By 1960, Holmes had gone on to distinguish 

himself as the first African-American student to earn an NC 

State undergraduate degree and to compete as an athlete in 

the Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC). Thousands of African-

American students have since graduated from Holmes’ alma 

mater and achieved varying levels of personal and professional 

success.

The NC State Black Alumni Society (BAS) honors the 

contributions of Holmes and others who laid the foundation for 

equality and respect for diversity. Organized in 1979 by Elwood 

and Diane Hill Becton of Raleigh, BAS is a special-interest 

group of the NC State Alumni Association with a mandate to 

provide enrichment programs, networking opportunities, 

community service and scholarships to the NC State 

community.
